The boat is a result of the boat builder,
Ivan Ivandic’s love for the Laser 28. With
a desire for a higher-tech and drier boat,
Ivandic took it wpon himself to build his
own. Originally from the Czech Repub-
lic, Ivandic once owned a powerboat-
building company in his native country,
but when it came time to build his dream
boat, he moved to Vancouver, Canada,
with his brother, Vladimer, contacted
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NEE SOMEeOne 10K VISE grips and wagged
[the bolt] back and forth until it broke
off;” he said. “They're all ground down
flush. The quality of all the hardware was
great and the lifting keel works well. It
was amazing how much stuff they had
on that boat. You go down below and it
had the big cabin. Back aft the freeboard
is high which increases volume and helps
the seat backs and cockpit coamings
not stick out. That all worked well, and
they're very serious about this boat. They
have 45 molds and jigs to build the boat,
that’s a huge commitment.”
